Dear colleagues,

In May 2010 we are once again running an exchange program before and during the Dutch
GP trainee congress (LOVAH congress). This year the one day congress will be held in the
World Forum in The Hague on Friday May 28".

We can receive 40 international GP trainees to participate in a mostly English spoken
program that starts Wednesday May 26™ and ends Saturday morning May 29™. Participants
are expected to arrive on Tuesday may 25".

The program consists of a day in a Dutch GP practice, an interactive educational day at one of
the GP training institutes and of course a day of attending the congress, during which there
will be a selection of interesting English spoken workshops and lectures.

The WES (Dutch Committee for European Exchange) will be able to pay for most of the
expenses: accommodation, entry to the congress and party afterwards and some of the meals
and drinks. We have also got a budget of around 200 Euro per participant to cover at least part
of the cost for travel to and from the Netherlands.

Travelling within the Netherlands and some of the meals and drinks are extra. We estimate
this will cost no more than 100 Euro.

We would like the Dutch GP trainees to meet European trainees from as many different
countries as possible. Therefore each VAGM country can select at least one and at most three
delegates to join the program. The first one on the list is guaranteed a place in the exchange.
Numbers two and three will be selected on a first come, first served basis. Please note that
especially numbers three will have a much smaller chance of participating, unless they’ve
applied very early.
